Update from Chris Morris:
Fall Ice Report- The Club is done paying for ice.  We are now in the Park and Rec’s winter coverage for ice.  The Park and Rec is discussing starting summer ice 2 weeks later as the current schedule is not cost effective.  No official decision has been made at this time.

Synchro- Synchro will be titled “team skating” instead of Synchro.  All age groups will be allowed to participate.  Becca and Pam will be coaching.  Tentatively scheduled for 4-5 on Sundays.  This will be a charged class through the Park and Rec.  12 confirmed skaters at this time.

Prairie Classic Recap- The competition went well.  Next year the club will be in charge of concessions.  Volunteers will also need to stay at their post and not have their skaters “fill in” for them.

Parks and Rec Registration Recap: 15-20 people showed up to register in person instead of online.  

Coaches for competitions: Coaches are customarily paid for their time to put the skater they coach on the ice.  However, some coaches will not be attending every competition and coaches that are attending will be putting absent coach’s students on the ice.  The idea was discussed and agreed upon to create a fund, financed by members (or the parent/guardian of said members) who are participating in the competition.  The coaches attending a competition will then be reimbursed per skater placed on the ice from this fund.

Closet Update:
